1700 Congregationalists are among the first Americans t
take astand against slaveryand laid the foundation for
the abolitionist movement more than 100 years later

colonists gathering in the Old South (Congregatipn
Meeting Hour demanding the repeal on the unjustotax
tea — inspiring th8oston Tea Party.

1777 —Congregatiorsaves the Liberty Bellasthe British
occupy Philadelphia and plan to melt down the bell
make cannons... but the Bell disappears and is safely
hidden under the floorboards of Zion Reformed Chunc
Allentown PA...a UCC church.

1785 —First ordained African American pastor... Lemuel
Haynes becomes a world renowned preacher and writer
1810 - First foreign mission society is formed by
Congregationalists in Massachusetts and sends eesach
and doctors to India, Near East, Turkey, Palestamsl
Islands.



1839 — The Amistad. Enslaved Africans break their
chains and seize control of the schooner Amisttdn
captured, held in a CT jail while ship’s owners sudave
them returned as property. The case becomes miragfi
moment for the movement to abolish slavery.
Congregationalists and other Christians organize a
campaign to free the captives and the Supreme Qaes

the captives are not property and give them tmeadom.
1853 —First woman pastor. Antoinette Brown is first
woman since New Testament times ordained as a
Christian minister, and perhaps the first womahigiory
elected to serve a congregation as pastor.

1897 — Social Gospel movemendenounces economic
oppression.

of the leaders which takes literally the commandnwn
Jesus to “Love your neighbor as yourself.” And demaes
injustice and the exploitation of the poor.

1943 — The Serenity Prayer UCC theologian Reinhold
Niebuhr preaches a sermon that introduces the world
the now famous Serenity PrayerGdd, give us grace to
accept with serenity the things that cannot be clgad,
courage to change the things that should be changed
and the wisdom to distinguish the one from the atlie

1972 — Ordination of the first openly gayminister. The
Rev. William R. Johnson was ordained in CA andhe t
following decades, the UCC General Synod urges lequa
rights for all citizens and calls on congregatidosbe
welcoming and affirming of gay and lesbian members.
