Getting To Know….Elizabeth Barker

    Elizabeth has been a member of Seekonk Congregational 
Church for a number of years.  Before moving to Florida for 
12 years, she served as a Deacon and on many boards and 
committees as well as being a supervisor for past seminarians 
in training.   Most likely many of you have met her, or noticed 
her at the 10:30 service.  If you have had a conversation with 
her, you know she is a very personable woman that happens to 
have a British accent.  For some of us, that is probably as 
much as we know. But beginning this month, and until Rev. 
Joy tells me to stop, I will be profiling one of our members 
each month in The Caller.  
 
    Elizabeth’s story of her childhood is particularly 
interesting. She was born in the historic town of Kings 
Langley, Hertfordshire, England (about 21 miles northwest of 
London).  By the time she was 12 years old in 1940, Britain 
was at war with Germany.  Scarcely a month before intense 
German bombing began in England marking the Battle of 
Britain, Elizabeth and her 10 year old brother John were sent 
by their parents to the United States for their safety.  In a 
privately arranged evacuation, they left from Liverpool, in a 
convoy of ships headed for Canada. Destroyers provided 
smoke screens along the way to hide the ships from the sights 
of the enemy.  
 
   Upon landing in Canada, it had been pre-arranged that the 
two should stay in a boarding house while waiting for their 
Visa’s to be processed that would allow them to legally enter 
the United States.  Once this was accomplished, the two 
children boarded a train in Montreal for the trip to New York 
City.  Elizabeth remembers that along the way, concerned 
strangers offered to buy them sandwiches.  When they arrived 
in New York City they learned that the woman who was 
supposed to take them in got cold feet. The wound up in 
Englewood, NJ at the home of a woman they would come to 
call “Aunt Edna”. The two youngsters lived with Aunt Edna 
for three years, before being summoned home by their 
parents. Elizabeth’s brother John secretly sailed home aboard 
a Royal Navy ship, while Elizabeth’s journey took her 
through Portugal. In all their time away from home, Elizabeth 
was never scared. She had, she said, absolute trust in her 
parents. 



    Elizabeth eventually made her way back to the United 
States in 1957 to visit Aunt Edna, and as these things often 
happen, fell in love while she was here.  
 
  While visiting Aunt Edna at her summer house on Cape Cod, 
she met her future husband Jim.  An avid sailor, Jim needed 
someone to help crew his boat. That was July, and by January 
they were married.  
 
   Jim and Elizabeth have two sons, John and Robert, and two 
granddaughters. While living in Florida, they realized that 
they were missing out on their granddaughters’ lives and 
moved back to the area.  Jim and Elizabeth currently live in 
Warren, where Elizabeth enjoys cooking and knitting in her 
spare time.
