BUILDING COMMITTEE 
First, I want to thank everyone who has pledged, 
contributed to the BTU Fund and contributed to 
the Floor Fund.  The committee is still awed at 
your generosity.  We are also awed by the many, 
many things we have been able to accomplish with 
this money.  In the Gardiner Building we were 

able to finally get a new roof put on, as well as insulation in the 
ceiling.  We also were able to install new heating and air 
conditioning, followed by new windows and doors.  And finally, 
we were able to get rid of those ugly floors and replace them with 
brand new tile.  We also were able to repave the County Street 
parking lot, which sorely needed it! 
 
And speaking of giving, if you have not yet received your tax letter 
from me and need one, please give me a call on my cell phone at 
774-991-2279 and I'll get one out to you. 
 
So it's back to the sanctuary, where we had hired Morris 
Architecture help figure out how to utilize the space below the 
sanctuary.  They already came back to us with their first draft of a 
plan for this space, and the committee, Joy and staff met with them 
to go over this plan.  We were very impressed with this first effort, 
but need to absorb some of the details and get back to them with 
comments. 
 
Once we get back to Morris with any modifications, they will be 
able to come up with some estimated costs for various phases of 
this plan.  Knowing that we presently do not have a lot of money 
left after the aforementioned projects, we had asked the architect to 
write the plan in a way that will allow us to do this work in phases, 
as money becomes available. 
 
As I mentioned last month, On the topic of money, we currently 
have less than $15,000 in the Building Fund bank account, and 
estimate another $50,000 yet to come in.  This will allow us to take 
on some aspects of the project, but we know it will not be even 
close to what we will need.  That's why I also mentioned last 
month that the committee will have to find ways to bring in 
additional money.

We kept praying that it 
was somehow misplaced – or someone had removed it - but it 
has been gone for several months.  It was a very special piece 

of wood that Carl Provost carved and created for the church to 
show our commitment to be “Green and Growing”… and 

heartbreaking for all of us who know how hard he worked to 
make it so beautiful.

SEEKONK CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH 
ANNIVERSARY YEAR #125 

 
Imagine if you will that the year is 1885. In March, Chester 
Arthur turns over the presidency of the United States to 
Grover Cleveland. After a long journey across the Atlantic the 
Statue of Liberty arrives in New York harbor. Mark Twain’s 
The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn is published and baseball 
sets all player salaries at between $1000 and $2000 for the 
1885 season. If you want to mail a letter, it will cost you two 
cents.  
 
In 1885, the farming community of Seekonk had close to 
1300 residents. In that year before streetcars, the only mode of 
transportation was a horse and carriage or your own two feet. 
If a Seekonk family wanted to attend worship services on a 
Sunday, they had to travel to Newman Congregational Church 
in East Providence. A long journey in the nicest weather, but 
made much more difficult on dirt roads that were muddy in 
spring and icy in winter. Evidently this became such a chore 
that on a Sunday in November of that year, 35 people 
gathered in the School House at Luther’s Corners to organize 
a Sunday school. Over the next 125 years, this small group 
would grow to become the vibrant faith community that we 
have today at Seekonk Congregational Church. 
 
As we begin this year of celebration of the founding of our 
church, we will be taking you on a journey through time. The 
Anniversary Committee is planning celebrations that will 
recall days long ago, woven together with new traditions of 
today and each month The Caller will give you a little 
glimpse into the history of Seekonk Congregational Church. 
We hope you enjoy the ride.  
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We have a great committee (anyone else is always welcome) and 
activities and events are beginning to be planned throughout 
the year 2010 to celebrate our 125 years as a faith community.
